During his time in the Air Force he was stationed in Libya, Korea,
Spain, Canada, and several places across the United States and had the
opportunity to attend and graduate from the FBI Academy in Quantico, VA, He
retired from the Air Force after 21 years of service, and then went on to earn a
Bachelor of Business Administration degree from Texas Eastern University in
Tyler, Texas; and a Masters of Business Administration degree from East
Texas State University in Texarkana, Texas. After working several years in the
corporate world, he became a Certified Public Accountant and established his
own firm in Ashdown, where he worked for 26 years. 

 Donald was a charter member of Oak Grove Baptist Church (established in



1948). Over the years he served as a deacon, sunday school superintendent,
treasurer, and nursery worker, among other positions. He remained an active
member until his death. 

 Donald spent many weekends travelling to Fayetteville for Arkansas
Razorback football, basketball, and baseball games. He was also a very
dedicated Papa to his four grandsons, and was a fixture at all of their
activities.
